
 

  

 

 

 Construction of the new youth house began August 31, 2009 with 

excavation for the foundation.  Concrete for the floor slab was placed on 

October 1.  As of the end of February, the exterior of the building is 

complete, and the interior work is moving toward expected completion at 

the end of March.  The seven month construction period is reasonable, 

especially considering that almost six weeks of delay occurred due to 

unseasonable late summer rains. 

 The cost of construction for the building, originally estimated by the 

architect at over $400,000 and budgeted at $320,000, is expected to 

come in at approximately $275,000.  Savings have been achieved by a 

combination of volunteer labor replacing contract work, field design 

changes to reduce costs without compromising quality, and discounts on 

materials provided by church members.  Mindful of the buildingõs multi-

purpose potential, the Session has approved the use of a portion of the 

savings to furnish the house, inasmuch as furnishings were not included in 

the original òpieces of the puzzleó.  We expect that the house will be 

completely furnished by the end of March. 

 We are at the phase where we need the assistance of volunteer 

craftspeople who are experienced in interior finish work. The interior will 

require priming, caulking and painting trim and doors, and 2 finish coats 

of wall and ceiling colors.  In the near future we will need people with 

experience in setting ceramic tile, and also people who can help in laying 

laminate flooring. These are skills that many of our members possess and 

we look forward to an excellent result from the fruits of our labor in these 

finishing touches. 

 Work has commenced on the Pavilion and the Shell, and work will 

begin soon on an enhanced Farmersõ Market.  All of these facilities are 

expected to be completed by late spring or early summer, depending 

chiefly on weather. 

 The construction managers (Tammi and Lee) appointed by the Future 

Facilities Committee are grateful to the congregation both for its 

generous financial support of the project and for its continual 

encouragement and positive comments as the project has progressed. 

 The Lord has blessed the work, granting that it has been done safely 

and well.  Pray that He will continue to do so and that all these facilities 

will be used to glorify Him. 
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THE CONSTRUCTION OF 

THE YOUTH HOUSE is 

nearing an end and the Youth & Fellowship 

committee is working towards an ñOpen Houseò in 

mid April. Hosted by the youth and the committee, 

this event will be an opportunity for all to see the 

fully functional new Youth House.   Plans are being 

made to have a Spring picnic after church services, 

then an extended period of time when the general 

public will be able to take the grand tour.  More 

details to follow!

Touchdown in Auch:  A Memorable Day 

January 11, 2010 marked the arrival of our container in Auch.  It 

was even more encouraging to see 5 guys from our church 

volunteer their time to help unload.  After on 1.5 hours, all our belongings were 

unloaded into the house and garage.  While unloading the container we realized that 

the French customs department had not even opened it.  Our packing team in 

Birmingham did an amazing job cramming all our household items in the 20 ft. 

container.  Not a single item was broken!  Our unloading day was very unique 

complete with snow and sunshine to top it off.  Now, the real fun starts, making a 

house a home!  The day after our arrival we had a visit from a friend in Birmingham.  

Marie was a very flexible and helpful addition to our family during her 2.5 week stay.  

She taught Victor, helped unpack dozens of boxes, and was a great encouragement 

during our first weeks here in Auch.  In exchange we spoke French and had many 

good discussions.  She was very brave arriving in the middle of our chaos and 

transition.  Thanks Marie for blessing us with your presence!  We had the privilege of 

meeting the òVillage Motheró of Pessan, a little village right outside of Auch.  This 

80 year Christian Catholic gave us a tour of the 13th century church and monastery 

grounds.  Undoubtedly, she was the oldest and most respected woman of the village.  

We had a great time of fellowship talking with her about the significance of that 

painting and sculptures inside the church.
